Subject: Grant: 2006 Regional Transportation Improvement Program – Augmentation for 
Gilman/I-80 Interchange Reconfiguration Project  

RECOMMENDATION 
Adopt a Resolution authorizing the City Manager to submit an application to the Metropolitan 
Transportation Commission for $1.5 million in funding from the 2006 Regional Transportation 
Improvement Program Augmentation for the Gilman/I-80 Interchange Reconfiguration Project; 
accept the grant; and execute any resultant agreements and amendments. 
 
FISCAL IMPACTS OF RECOMMENDATION 
The City is requesting $1.5 million in funding from the 2006 Regional Transportation 
Improvement Program (RTIP) Augmentation to reconfigure intersections within the Gilman/ I-
80 interchange to provide a dual roundabout that will serve I-80 eastbound and westbound on 
and off-ramps as well as the Eastshore Highway and West Frontage Road approaches. 
 
This funding allocation does not require local matching funds from the City. 
 
The Gilman I-80 Interchange Reconfiguration Project is listed in the Alameda County 
Countywide Transportation Plan and MTC Regional Transportation Plan at $1.5 million.  
Therefore this $1.5 million in funding would complete the regional funding anticipated for this 
project.  The total project is expected to be about $3.0 million.  The City has also received a $1.2 
million Federal earmark for this project.  New revenue and expenditures codes in Fund 614 
(MTC) will be created on receipt of the grant revenue.  

BACKGROUND 
The City has been studying how the Gilman Interchange could be improved to increase capacity 
and overall safety for vehicles, pedestrians, and bicyclists.  Feasibility studies concluded that 
roundabouts were the best option to pursue, given the complex traffic movements at the 
interchange and land uses on adjacent streets.  W-Trans, a transportation planning and 
engineering firm, was selected to prepare the required Project Study Report (PSR) based on its 
experience with the planning and design of roundabouts.  The draft PSR was submitted to 
Caltrans in November 2005.  Based on Caltrans’ initial review comments, the City now has 
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developed a revised PSR, which includes changes to the analysis years, a re-evaluation of the 
design’s operational characteristics, and several design changes. 
After the final PSR is approved by Caltrans, the City will be able to advance the project to the 
construction phase through the use of these funds.  Construction is estimated to occur between 
January and September 2009. 
 
RATIONALE FOR RECOMMENDATION 
This project has been listed as a Tier 1 project in the Alameda County and regional transportation 
plans, and staff has been developing the project design for a number of years.  The City has been 
successful in getting a $1.2 million federal earmark, but this is insufficient given increases in 
construction costs. This Council action will enable the City to complete the programming of 
sufficient funding to complete this high priority project.

GRANT:  2006 REGIONAL TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM 
AUGMENTATION FOR THE GILMAN/I-80 INTERCHANGE RECONFIGURATION

WHEREAS, the City of Berkeley (herein referred to as “APPLICANT”) is submitting an 
application to the Metropolitan Transportation Commission (MTC) for $1,500,000 in funding 
from the 2006 Regional Transportation Improvement Program (RTIP) Augmentation for the 
Gilman I-80 Interchange Reconfiguration Project (herein referred to as “PROJECT” or 
“PROJECTS”) for the MTC 2006 RTIP Augmentation, as authorized by MTC by Resolution 
3790 (herein referred to as “PROGRAM”); and 

 
WHEREAS, SB 45 (Chapter 622, Statutes 1997) substantially revised the process for 

estimating the amount of state and federal funds available for transportation projects in the state 
and for appropriating and allocating the available funds to these projects; and 

 
WHEREAS, as part of that process, MTC is responsible for programming projects 

eligible for Regional Improvement Program funds, pursuant to California Government Code 
Section 14527(b), for inclusion in the RTIP, and submission to the California Transportation 
Commission, for inclusion in the State Transportation Improvement Program; and 

 
WHEREAS, MTC will review and include, if approved, 2006 RTIP Augmentation 

projects in the federal Transportation Improvement Program (TIP); and 
 
WHEREAS, MTC has requested eligible transportation project sponsors to submit 

applications nominating projects to be programmed for Regional Improvement Program funds in 
the RTIP Augmentation; and 

 
WHEREAS, applications to MTC must be submitted consistent with procedures, 

conditions, and forms it provides transportation project sponsors; and 
 
WHEREAS, APPLICANT is a sponsor of transportation projects eligible for Regional 

Improvement Program funds; and 
 
WHEREAS, the RTIP Augmentation project fact and fund sheet of the project 

application, attached hereto and incorporated herein as though set forth at length, lists the 
project, purpose, schedule and budget for which APPLICANT is requesting that MTC program 
Regional Improvement Program funds for inclusion in the RTIP Augmentation; and 

 
WHEREAS, Part 2 of the project application, attached hereto and incorporated herein as 

though set forth at length, includes the certification by APPLICANT of assurances required by 
SB 45 in order to qualify the project listed in the RTIP Augmentation project nomination sheet of

WHEREAS, as part of the application for 2006 RTIP Augmentation funding, MTC 
requires any resolution adopted by the responsible implementing agency to state that the project 
will comply with the procedures specified in Regional Project Funding Delivery Policy (MTC 
Resolution No. 3606, revised, and as may be further amended). 

 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the City Council of the APPLICANT 

approves the assurances set forth in Part 2 of the project application, attached to this resolution; 
and be it further 

 
RESOLVED, that APPLICANT will comply with the provisions and requirements of the 

Regional Project Funding Delivery Policy (MTC Resolution No. 3606, revised, and as may be 
further amended), that PROJECT will be implemented as described in the complete application 
and in this resolution and, if approved, for the amount programmed in the MTC federal TIP, and 
that APPLICANT and PROJECT will comply with the requirements as set forth in the 2006 
RTIP Augmentation Policies and Procedures (MTC Resolution No. 3790); and therefore be it 
further 

 
RESOLVED, that APPLICANT has reviewed the project and has adequate staffing 

resources to deliver and complete the project within the schedule set forth in the RTIP 
Augmentation project fact and fund sheet of the project application, attached to this resolution; 
and be it further 

 
RESOLVED, that APPLICANT is an eligible sponsor of projects in the State 

Transportation Improvement Program; and be it further 
 
RESOLVED, that APPLICANT is authorized to submit an application for State 

Transportation Improvement Program funds for PROJECT; and be it further 
 
RESOLVED, that there is no legal impediment to APPLICANT making applications for 

Regional Improvement Program funds; and be it further 
 
RESOLVED, that there is no pending or threatened litigation which might in any way 

adversely affect the proposed PROJECT, or the ability of APPLICANT to deliver such 
PROJECT; and be it further 

 
RESOLVED, that the City Council of the APPLICANT authorizes its City Manager, or 

designee to execute and file an application with MTC to program Regional Improvement 
Program funds into the RTIP, for the projects, purposes and amounts included in the project 
application attached to this resolution; and be it further 

 
RESOLVED, that a copy of this resolution shall be transmitted to MTC in conjunction
