Report on Solid Waste Management Commission, Public Works Commission, Transportation Commission and
Citizens Environmental Advisory Commission (CEAC)

Solid Waste: Commissioner Williamson reported that the County is proposing a new composting facility in
AltaMont Pass that could significantly reduce transportation (compost is now sent to the Valley) and
increase diversion.

Transportation Commission: Commissioner Bachrach reported that rail transportation is on the agenda and
shewill be following thisissue.

Council: Staff reported that Council approved the contract with Global Energy Partnersfor Alternative
Resources Consulting Services.

Report on CESC By-Laws

City Attorney and staff (Manuela Albuquerque and Prasanna Rasiah) reported on the problems and possible
solutions to the separation of the Energy Commission and CESC Board. Ms. Albuquergue reported that the
Fair Political Practices Commission has issued opinions that would classify CESC Board as a public body

of the City of Berkeley even if none of the members were appointed by the Council. Thiswould place
various liabilities on the City yet leave the City without any authorities. She disagrees with the FPPC’s
opinions and intends to seek changes in the regulations or an exception for this case. Staff will be working
with her office to develop a case for an exception.

Asalast resort, the City could appoint a separate, smaller CESC Board.

The Commission urged staff to work with the CESC Executive Director on the formulation of a case for an
exception to the FPPC’ s regul ations.

Report on L ow |ncome Programs
Staff reported that the City expects an extension of the California LIHEAP program contract from
December 1, 2001 to December 31, 2002.

Report on CECO and RECO

Staff reported that between May 21 and August 22, County dataindicated 17 commercial propertieswere sold
without CECO compliance. Staff sent enforcement letters. Three of these are actually residential properties,
oneisavacant lot and four others have started the cormpliance process.
