Berkeley Marks fourth Homicide for 2006

Berkeley, California (Monday, September 04, 2006) — This morning at about 0232 hours,
Berkeley Police and Berkeley Fire Paramedics responded to a 911-phone call from the area of
2311 Prospect St. This location is the Alpha Omicron Pi Sigma House.

Arriving Police and Fire personnel located an unconscious male (20-25 years old). Berkeley Fire
tried to revive the young male, but was unsuccessful. During there treatment, Paramedics
discovered that the victim had a gunshot wound. The victim died at the scene.

Homicide Investigators were called in to start their investigation and contact possible witnesses.
This case is in the preliminary stages and further information is not available now, but may be
released in the future. No further information on this case will be released today.
