Subject: Sponsorship of 2008 Bike to Work Day  

 
RECOMMENDATION: 
Approve the allocation of $5,000 to the East Bay Bicycle Coalition to officially sponsor 2008 Bike to 
Work Day and to help in promoting the event and other bicycling activities.  

 
BACKGROUND:  
The East Bay Bicycle Coalition (EBBC) is currently working with governmental agencies and cities 
to help promote East Bay activities for Bike to Work Day, which will be held on May 15, 2008. 
 
Traditionally, outreach for the event has focused on bicyclists. However, this year, the EBBC will 
be broadening its outreach to engage all commuters in the event. Motorists and transit riders 
making bike-transit connections will be able to participate along with cyclists. Hopefully this kind of 
campaign will serve as a model for other Bike to Work Day events.  
 
In order to assist in this innovative effort, the EBBC has requested that the City of Berkeley to 
contribute $ 5,000 to help fund the promotional campaign. A number of other cities and agencies 
have already contributed or are considering contributing to the campaign. Staff at the Alameda 
County Transportation Authority is recommending $ 15,000 in support, with $ 10,000 in cash and $ 
5,000 in in-kind support. Also the City of Oakland is contributing $ 5,000 to the campaign and the 
cities of Albany, San Leandro, Fremont, Pleasanton and Dublin have also expressed interest in 
supporting the effort as well.  
 
Berkeley has been a leader in promoting sustainable approaches to transportation planning. 
Supporting promotional efforts to encourage commuters to use alternative modes will help the city 
in achieving its Measure G goals of reducing greenhouse gas emissions and can help in 
addressing our global climate change crisis.  

 
FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS:   
$ 5,000 from Measure B Bicycle and Pedestrian Funds to promote Bike to Work Day and bicycling 
activities.
