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In 1979, the City of Berkeley Marina
Programs created the Marina Experience
program for school children and teachers.
Since its conception, over 78,623 children
and 8,384 adults have learned about Bay
ecology. “BaylT” Bay Interpretive Program
was developed in 1985 to help train
volunteers to assist in teaching these children
and adults.

Programs include: Animals : Fish, Birds,
Marine Mammals & Bay Scientist; Low Tide :
(Mar. — June) Explore the rocky shore, docks
and fishing pier; Boating : (Mar. — June) - We
teach older students about the Bay from a
sailboat or on a research boat where we trawl
for fish, tow a plankton net and take bottom
samples; and Summer programs featuring
Marine Biology & Boating Week.

Our training begins Jan 14" 2010 and
continues until March, 2010. It involves
hands-on training sessions covering such
topics as the history of the Bay, marine
habitats, and bayshore plant and animal life,
with special emphasis on how to teach and
use artifacts and live animals. These are on-
going trainings. You may join the program
any time during the year.

The cost is $59. This covers the training
materials, nametags and 2 boat trips.
