THE POSITION: 
This position is responsible for: 

 Teaching lower level swim levels 

 Rescue swimmers in danger of drowning and administer first aid as needed 

 Maintain a clean and orderly pool area to ensure the safety of all members 

 Performs related work as assigned 
 
QUALIFICATIONS:  
To qualify for this position, you must be at least 15 years of age. Equivalent to graduation from high 
school or current enrollment in an institution working toward a high school diploma or GED equivalent. 
 
Must possess an American Red Cross Lifeguard Training certificate and successful completion of first aid 
and CPR for the professional rescuers is required. 
 
TB and fingerprint clearance required for employment. Candidates under 18 must provide a work 
permit. 
 
APPLICATION PROCESS: 
To apply for this opening, you must complete an employment application and attached a copy of your 
Lifeguard and CPR certificate by Friday, March 12, 2009, 5:00 p.m.  Your application will be considered 
incomplete and will not be accepted if you do not attach your certificates.   
 

Candidates who meet the minimum qualifications will be invited to participate in the Swim Test.  
Subsequently, successful candidates will then be invited to participate in the oral interview process.
