· Site 1. STRAWBERRY BEACH- great for people who want to sit and pick up. O.K. for kids. Carry bags up and empty them into the dumpster, reuse bags if possible. Continue WEST, DOWN UNIVERSITY, Leave broken glass, focus on picking up plastic.

· Site 2. BRICK YARD COVE- south of the main area; walk south through the dirt yard to the cove or down the Bay trail to east side of cove. Look for the easy access/ pile bags here signs. Additional bag pick up at Bay Trail on Frontage. Great for kids. 

· Site 3. ASHBY/FRONTAGE. –Follow City Truck to parking area near the Ashby turnoff. Clean-up along high tide mark heading North. Bring all bags to the city truck parked there. Bring Water- No restrooms. Limited Parking

· Site 4. SHOREBIRD PARK BEACH and ROCKY SHORE- On University Ave, Best area for small kids, near public swings and slides.  Clean upper shoreline or park areas east or west to the Berkeley pier. Seawall Drive area for adults only, steep rocks, wave splash & glass.

· Site 5. INSIDE HARBOR. Clean high tide area from the Double Tree  Hotel South East toward the yacht club. North area closed due to construction

· Site 6. VIRGINIA ST./ School House Creek  - Walk to Schoolhouse Creek ½ block (Virginia St and Frontage) and head North along shoreline toward Albany. Carry full bags  up to gravel road and pile for truck pick-up. Leave Glass, pick up plastics and trash at mouth of creek.

· Site 7 GILMAN COVE Follow City Car through the locked parking area next to the ball fields. Drive in and clean south starting at the Blue Container south toward Virginia St. put bags in one pile. OR clean from Gilman cove, North toward Albany and pile bags for truck.

· Site 8. AQUATIC PARK- walk across the pedestrian overpass or drive over to Bolivar Dr. Sign in at the base of the overpass. Get a map of that location and look for staff for new bags, return to main area at Frontage Rd. for raffle.
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
