1. Appeals to the City Council must be filed with the City Clerk within 14 days after notice 
of the Board’s decision is mailed.  It is the appellant’s obligation to inquire with the 
Current Planning Division to determine when a Notice of Decision is mailed. 

2. No lawsuit challenging a City decision to approve (Government Code §65009(c)(5)) or 
deny (Code of Civil Procedure §1094.6(b)) a Use Permit or Variance may be filed 
more than 90 days after the date the decision becomes final, as defined in Code of 
Civil Procedure §1094.6(b).  Any lawsuit not filed within that 90-day period will be 
barred. 

3. Any lawsuit challenging a City decision to approve or deny a Use Permit or Variance 
will be limited to the issues and evidence raised orally or in writing at a public hearing 
on the project.
